There being a quorum the Chair called the meeting to order.

A motion was made to approve the minutes of the meeting of February 27, as corrected.  The motion was seconded and passed.
608 Contracts:  Mr. Ryan provided an update on the status of contracts for FY15-16.  
Training and Professional Development:   Public Defender Training 103 was completed with an average of 48 public defenders in attendance for each session.  The course provided 57-58 hours of Continuing Legal Education credit.   Training for FY16 will begin in November.  Total funds expended to date for all three training sessions is $28,000.  SCCID has requested the allocation of a full time position for an Attorney II to serve as Training Coordinator and Deputy General Counsel for the agency.   Circuit Public Defenders will be surveyed to determine future public defender training agendas.  The agency currently has $323,000 budgeted for training.
National Defender Leadership Conference:  This event was held at USC Law School during the first week of June.  Circuit Public Defenders that participated reported very favorably on the event.
Budget Update:  Mr. Adams provided an update on the status of the FY16 Budget.  

Appellate Case Update:  Mr. Dudek provided a report to the commission on current appellate matters.

A motion to convene Executive Session was made.  The motion was seconded and passed unanimously.

The chair called the meeting to order and reported no motions were made and no business was conducted in Executive Session.
The Chair asked for new business.  Commissioner Pennington informed the members a McArthur Grant has been awarded to Charleston County.  The grant will provide funding for further study of the issue of risk assessment versus fee based decisions for granting bond.

The Chair asked for further business and there being none, a motion to adjourn was made, seconded and passed.
